Fashionable Suits 

for Men and Young Men Alike

he suit, consisting of a coat, trousers and a vest, comprise the 
major garment in men's era fashions. The Model A Era 

Fashion Guidelines contain little information on men's fashions 
compared to women's fashions, and rightly so. Women's 
fashions, and their changes, are relatively easily documented in a 
wide variety of women's magazines, including McCall's, 
Vogue, Woman's Home Companion, and Spiegel's. 
Additionally, while women's fashions changed from season to 
season and year-to-year, men's fashions, at least where the suit is 
concerned, changed relatively little over time. This is most 
noticeable in the Sears, Roebuck and Company (Sears) mail order 
catalog offering made to order clothes for Fall and Winter 1928-
29 (Figure 1). "Tailor made" suits being offered by large general 
merchandise companies such as Sears also contributed to the 
slow change in men's fashions. 

  

This Sears catalog, offering made to order clothes for men and 
young men for the fall and winter of 1928-29, gives us a 
valuable opportunity to more closely examine the fashion 
details of men's suits and overcoats, and aid those interested in 
reproduction era fashions to choose correct fabrics. The unique 
quality about this catalog is that it contains actual fabric sam-
ples for the items described, 47 samples in all. The value of 
these samples, to be able to document the texture, weave and 
colors described in the Fashion Guidelines, for original gar-
ments is priceless. Let's take a closer look at what the catalog 
provides. The catalog contains 24 pages. In addition to the 47 
fabric samples, 12 pages describe the various suit styles and 
the fabrics in which they are available (Figure 2). Three pages 
describe overcoats and the fabrics in which they are available 
(Figure 3). One page describes the vest, trouser and style fea-
tures (Figure 4). Five pages are devoted to making the mea-
surements for your new garments (Figure 5). One page 
contains the order form. Two additional order forms were 
included with the catalog.

In documenting the authenticity of the restoration of your Model 
A, the Model A Judging Standards and Restoration Guidelines 
provide the basic information. Factory photos, service bulletins 
and service letters provide additional documentation. Catalogs, 
such as this one from Sears, provide additional information and 
documentation for the Model A Era Fashion Guidelines.

Tech Tips

you have been smart and used Marvel Mystery Oil to 
lube your horn, and other things, and then find that 
they have quit working.

Spoke Wheel Colors: Five body styles were 
equipped with colored wheels as standard. These 
included the Deluxe Roadster, Deluxe Phaeton, Con-
vertible Sedan, Delux Fordor (160-C) and Delux Tu-

dor. Black wheels only appeared only on these vehi-
cles when special ordered (not a common occur-
rence). All other body styles came standard with 
Black enamel wheels. In July 1930, Ford made col-
ored wheels available as an accessory on all passen-
ger cars. At that time, only four colors were avail-
able: Tacoma Cream, Apple Green, Orange, and 
Aurora Red. The wheel color used was dependent on 
the pinstripe, Orange wheels with an orange pin-
stripe , Apple green with an apple green pinstripe, 
Aurora Red wheels with a Vermillion pinstripe, and 
Tacoma Cream wheels with all other pinstripes. In 
September 1930, Hessian Blue was added as a pin-
stripe and wheel color and was used on Lombard 
Blue painted cars. 
In July 1931, Ford reduced the number of wheel col-
ors to just three: Apple Green, Tacoma Cream, and 
Aurora Red. This changed the wheel color on only 
two paint combinations. Tacoma Cream was substi-
tuted for Hessian Blue and Aurora Red was used in 
place or Orange.
