APPLE HILL CAKE  

As you probably know, each family in the Hangtown Aôs is re-

sponsible to bring TWO Apple Desserts, either Apple Hill Cake 

or Apple Pie, to the BBQ at the Waldrons. 

 

The following is the recipe for Apple Hill Cake: 

 

In a large mixing bowl combine (or use an electric mixer) the 

following: 

 1 cup Canola Oil 

 2 cups sugar 

 2 eggs 

 1 tablespoon vanilla 

 1 tablespoon cinnamon 

 1 teaspoon salt 

Add the following and mix well: 

 4 cups fresh apples, diced 

 1 teaspoon baking powder 

 1 teaspoon baking soda 

 2 cups flour 

As an option you can stir in one cup walnut pieces or pecans. 

 

Pour the mixture into a greased, 9ò x 13ò x 2ò baking pan. Bake 

for 45 minutes at 350 degrees or until a tooth pick comes out 

clean. After well cooled, cover with plastic wrap.
