As an update on the reinstatement of our 501 c-7 status, I have filed the Re-
stated Articles of Incorporation with the Secretary of State and am awaiting a 
filed copy which I should get by the end of November.

  A discussion about the new DMV procedure for registering and driving your Model A that 
takes effect January 1, 2023. BE AWARE that the most important NEW requirements are 1. You 
must have proof that you have Antique Auto Insurance. 2. You cannot drive more than 5,000 miles 
per year and 3. I contacted DMV and the person I spoke with said that they understood you would 
still be able to get retro or personalized plates. (Hopefully she is correct as the actual wording of 
the new statute is not clear and seems to indicate you would only be able to get Old Timer plates, 
so we may just have to wait until January for the actual interpretation.) 

Nominations were opened for 2023 officers and will remain open until the November meet-
ing when we will vote for the new officers. Note: we do not have any nominations for Secretary.
