Laurie Farrell handed out the recipe for her Hobo Beans -  
  

Hobo Beans 
  
1 pound. ground beef 
1 chopped onion 
1/2-pound bacon 
1 can each pork and beans, northern beans, kidney beans, black beans, and white beans 
1 cup catsup & brown sugar 
1 tablespoon prepared mustard & cider vinegar 
  
Cut bacon into 1-inch slices, cook, drain. Cook hamburger. Mix all ingredients together EXCEPT beans. Can 
be made ahead and refrigerated or frozen. Mix prepared sauce and beans. Can be cooked in 3 Quart 
casserole for 1 hour at 350 degrees uncovered or placed in crockpot for 2 - 4 hours or until hot. Great to 
freeze sauce and take camping, add beans and cook over campfire.  
 
 
  
Here is the recipe for the Broccoli Salad I brought - 
  

Broccoli Salad 
  
Combine - 
2 bunches broccoli flowers - but into mite size pieces 
1/4 cub peanuts 
8 - 10 slices of cooked bacon, drained, and chopped or 2 tablespoons bacon bits 
1 medium red onion sliced into half-moon shapes 
1/2 cup raisins 
  
Dressing - 
1 cup mayonnaise 
1/4 cup sugar or substitute  
2 tablespoon white wine vinegar 
  
Mix dressing and salad together just before serving.
